It’s all about forming their
own opinions and honing their debating skills.

target audience:  Secondary students

general objectives

1. Increase their awareness and knowledge of an issue relating to science and society;
2. Have them consider points based on scientific arguments;
3. Expose them to a variety of points of view;
4. Develop citizenship skills, such as critical thinking and the ability to express themselves;
5. Encourage them to change the way they look at the world around them.
