e Join working groups focused on various programme-related tasks.
¢ Review 50+ session proposals each November.

We estimate the time commitment for working meetings, session review and other tasks
between 6-10 days every year.

What’s in it for you?You will collaborate with experts across Europe, and gain access to a
diverse network of science engagement professionals. Your voice will be part of the key
conversations , raising your profile within the Ecsite community and beyond. Work in the
Committee is also a rich learning experience, that will strengthen your strategic thinking and
reward you with insights into other institutions best practices and new ideas emerging in the
field.
