Pre-conference June 14, 2017 in Porto

The theme for next year's pre-conference will be "Nature is back in town" and will address
science centers and museums role in the dissemination of urban nature and biodiversity in
cities.

Urban nature focuses on the city as a habitat - for humans, animals and plants. The majority
of Europe's population now live in cities, and this is where many get their first great nature

experiences. Cities have a huge potential for species
that would otherwise have a hard time. Nature and
biodiversity can be promoted in cities and towns by
rethinking the way cities operate with respect to the
rest of the living world. In this way, cities can contrib-
ute to stop the decline of biodiversity by 2020.

Science museums and science centers can produce
relevant research outputs directly and through an
open participation of citizen aiming at the co-crea-
tion of a common and expanded language and con-
sciousness on the importance of biodiversity in the
urban environment. This endeavor fit perfectly the
larger scope of the recent United Nation Sustainable
Development Goals and the Culture for Sustainable
Urban Development Report.

City and nature is like a book. There are stories about buildings, and urban development,

there are stories about life and recreation, stories about bees, butterflies, birds and wild-

flowers. Urban nature can help us exploring the much bigger united potential, the city's

nature offers and expand the creative sector's horizon.

During the morning sessions at the pre-conference, you can hear interesting speakers talk-

ing about their vision of how to make room for nature to develop alongside the metropolic

pulse. The sessions will also address how ethics and philosophy can help us when communi-

cating this topic to policy makers and the general public. In the afternoon, two workshops

will deal with the role, NHM/ SC can play in urban planning and how to address the ethical

dilemmas that may arise. We will create small and big ideas together to take home to influ-

ence politicians, civil servants and citizens.

Let it Grow-Campaign

Let it Grow is a joint campaign by three of Europe’s largest science engagement associations
—the European network of science centers and museums (Ecsite), the European Association
of Zoos and Aquaria (EAZA), and the Botanic Gardens Conservation International (BGCI).
Together they aim to help make our communities into havens for native species of animals,
plants and all other forms of life — working ecosystems that will help protect our continent
from biodiversity loss and invasive alien species.

Ecsite, EAZA and BGCI unite some of the most progressive science engagement, conserva-
tion and research institutions in the world. They have decided to work together towards a
common target, to enhance the implementation of the Convention on Biological Diversity’s
AICHI Target 1, namely that “By 2020, at the latest, people are aware of the values of bio-
diversity and the steps they can take to conserve and use it sustainably.”

The Let It Grow-campaign aims to help turn the fortunes of nature around across the con-
tinent, through three levels of activity:

1. Raising awareness within citizens on what bi-
odiversity and why having a full range of na-
tive species can help keep ecosystems healthy
for all forms of life including humans.

2. Helping people to set up “left-over spaces”
such as balconies, terraces, gardens and com-
munity spaces to give native species the
chance to recover and thrive.

3. Measuring biodiversity across the continent,
so that we have a clear picture of how native
species are doing, and can provide evidence
to support everyone working to secure a fu-
ture for nature in Europe.
