e 21 May is a public holiday in a number of EU countries, so events with festive, inter-
active activities that engage families and other segments of society will be favoured.

e 21 May is also EU Natura 2000 Day, so events that have a connection to nature and
biodiversity, and which underline their importance for quality of life or showcase sus-
tainable urban development (with nature-based solutions to urban problems, for ex-
ample) will also be prioritised.

The official Closing event for EU Green Week 2018 is on Friday, May 25 2018.

The main message should be that any city can become greener, and that real changes
are eminently possible. Tools such as participatory approaches to governance should
be promoted, demonstrating how cities can engage with stakeholders and develop a
shared vision for the urban environment, with potential pathways towards that future.
Events focusing on governance and involving citizens and other actors will therefore be
favoured.
