The COVID-19 pandemic has sent shockwaves across the globe and disrupted societies, 
governments and the economy. Sectors like healthcare and education have come under 
unprecedented pressure to respond and deliver under the most challenging conditions.  
 
As governments work on building back better, future-proof societies, the post-COVID-19 
world represents the perfect opportunity to rethink and reset previous environments, 
working methods and systems.  
 
What are the lessons-learnt in healthcare and education from the two-year long fight with 
COVID-19?
